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Scope:  All areas of the Clinical/Anatomic Laboratory
Purpose/Principle: 

The Fire Evacuation Routes are presented by work area with both Primary and Secondary routes.  The primary evacuation route should be used, unless fire, smoke or other unsafe conditions prevent its use.  The secondary route is then used for the evacuation.  An alternate or tertiary route may be established in the event the primary and secondary routes are unsafe. 
NOTE:   Laboratory Managers, Supervisors, or Tech in Charge in the Hospital Building will assist with evacuating wheelchair or disabled employees/visitors/patients/vendors through the hallway to the Primary Egress or through the corridor to the South parking deck #1.  
Laboratory Managers, Supervisors or Tech in Charge, located in the Central Building will assist with evacuating wheelchair or disabled employees/visitors/patients/vendors through the North laboratory main corridor to the northwest entrance to the North parking deck #2.  

Laboratory Managers, Supervisors or Tech in Charge located in the Shorey and Outpatient Center Building will assist with evacuating wheelchair or disabled employees/visitors/patients/vendors laterally through at least two sets of fire doors.
Procedure:

In the event of a real or suspected fire or smoke, the entire laboratory will be evacuated according to the "RACE" fire plan. 

In the event of a defined fire drill, staff performing critically timed tests or tests which may critically affect patient care may be allowed to complete the test based on supervisory decision and the direction of the OHS employee who is conducting the drill.

HOSPITAL BUILDING:

Laboratory Administration Area / Anatomic Pathology 
Primary Egress:
Exit back door to external hallway, go to main hallway (VA hallway) turn left, go up ramp to exit door by patient smoking area.  Exit through ‘patient smoking area’ door.  
Meet:
All employees will meet in parking lot outside Walker Annex dock.

Secondary Egress:
Exit back door to hallway, turn left to main hallway (VA hallway), and turn right down hallway beside Clinical Lab entrance.  Go to Walker Annex Dock, exit through dock to parking lot.  
Meet:
All employees will meet in parking lot outside Walker Annex dock.

Tertiary Egress:
Exit toward AP receiving area, turn left.  Go down stairwell one flight, exit building through door on B2 level, beside Emergency Department.   
Meet:
Outside Ambulance bay by Emergency Department.
Clinical Laboratory:  B.095
Primary Egress:  
Exit Main Laboratory door to hallway, go to main hallway (VA hallway) turn right, go up ramp to exit door by patient smoking area.  Exit through ‘smoking area’ door, outside.  
Meet:
All employees will meet in parking lot outside Walker Annex dock.

Secondary Egress:  

Exit Main Laboratory door to hallway, turn right, and go down hall.  Exit through Walker Annex Dock to parking lot.  
Meet:
All employees will meet in parking lot outside Walker Annex dock.
Tertiary Egress:  
Exit through door by Clinical Manager offices.  Cross hall to stairwell go down one flight, exit building through door on B2 level, beside Emergency Department.  
Meet:
Outside Ambulance bay by Emergency Department.
Section safety officers/supervisors/managers will assist any persons with limited abilities to maneuver stairwell.

Pediatric Laboratory:  H5032
Primary Egress:

Exit pediatric lab, turn left.  Continue down the hallway through the fire doors.  Turn left down the next hallway.  Take stairway H2 to Floor B.  From the stairwell, turn right down the hallway past the main laboratory.  At the next cross-section, turn right toward the cafeteria.  Exit right at the patient smoking area.  Meet:
All employees will meet in parking lot outside the Walker Annex dock.
Secondary Egress:

Exit pediatric laboratory, turn right.  Go through the fire doors and turn left.  Go around the hallway towards the right.  Exit through the stairway on the left (Stairway H1).  On Floor B1 exit the stairwell.  Turn right and continue down the hall.  Turn left at the next intersection.  Continue down the hall way and exit through the patient smoking area.  
Meet:
All employees will meet in parking lot outside Walker Annex dock.

Tertiary Egress:

Exit pediatric laboratory, turn right.  Continue through two sets of fire doors.  Continue around the pod through another set of fire doors and turn right. Continue down the hallway.  At the main desk, turn right and continue to Ward Tower.
Meet:

Across the street at Ed II.
Note:  During a code red, the Pediatric Lab does not evacuate unless the head nurse calls for the patients to be evacuated.  Upon request of the head nurse of the unit, Pediatric Lab personnel may help in the evacuation of patients and/or visitors.  Patients and visitors will be directed laterally through at least one set of fire doors until a safe area is reached.  Ambulatory patients and disabled visitors will be escorted to safety.  Patients confined to a bed will be rolled to a safe part of the building. 

CENTRAL BUILDING
Histology, Immunohistochemistry, HLA, Microbiology,

Primary Egress:

North West Exit, to parking deck

Meet:
In the breezeway outside the northwest entrance to the visitor Level A parking deck #2.

Secondary Egress:

Exit to Back Hallway to North East Stairwell # 1
Meet:
In the breezeway outside the northwest entrance to the visitor Level A parking deck #2.

Tertiary Egress:

Exit to East Corridor to South East Exit
Meet:
In the breezeway outside the northwest entrance to the visitor Level A parking deck #2.

Cell Therapy/Apheresis Collection Area

Primary Egress:
Exit Ward Tower main entrance.

Meet:
Parking lot across Hooper Drive

Secondary Egress:
Exit by the Marketing Office.

Meet:
Across the street at Ed II

Cell Therapy Processing Area
Primary Egress:
Exit by the Vascular Lab.

Meet:
Across the street at Ed II

Secondary Egress: 
Northwest exit to parking deck.
Meet:
In the breezeway outside the northwest entrance to the visitor Level A parking deck #2.

Blood Bank

Primary Egress: 

Exit back door to hospital exit by the Vascular Lab-Meet in front of EdII

Secondary Egress:

Exit front door (out Transfusion Medicine Fellow’s Office) to corridor and out hospital exit by marketing office.  
Meet:
In Primary Discharge area.
Morgue
Primary Egress:

Exit the area to hall via G660 double doors or G670 Single door.  Turn right and go through the passage to the loading dock of the hospital.  This exit route should be used for wheelchair or disabled employees, visitors and vendors.
Meet:
Exit to outside corridor between central building and parking deck.
Secondary Egress:

Exit the area to hall via G660 double doors or G670 single door.  Turn left and go down hallway to stairway located next to freight elevator.  Go down the stairs to the ground floor.

Meet:
Exit to outside corridor between central building and parking deck. .  

ALL personnel in the morgue/autopsy suite area should present themselves to the morgue attendant or senior person in charge where a personnel count will be taken and documented.

SHOREY BUILDING
Cytology, Molecular Diagnostics
Primary Egress:
Exit to stairway #7, northwest side of the Shorey building, down the stairs to the exit on the first floor.  
Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 
Secondary Egress: 
Exit and turn right down the hallway to stairway #6 on the north side of the building.  Go down the stairs to the first floor.  
Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 

Gather as a group on the sidewalk in front of the ED II building where an employee count will be taken and documented.

Dermatopathology  S4/21
Primary Egress:

From the histology laboratory proceed through hallway to stairwell exit # 8.  Exit building on the north exit on the 1st floor by the stairwell.  
Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 

Secondary Egress: 

Take stairwell # 6 to the 1st floor.  Exit the building through the main doors to the Shorey building.  Cross the street.

Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 

Gather as a group on the sidewalk on the south side of the ED II building where an employee count will be taken and documented.
Anatomic Pathology 4S 

Primary Egress:
Entrance into University Hospital at East End of 4S hallway.

(Primary exit route for wheelchair or disabled employees, visitors, patients or vendors)

Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 

Secondary Egress: 

Stairwell to the right of service elevator.
Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 

Tertiary Egress:
Stairwells (#7 & #8) behind passenger elevators on the northwest side of the building.


Meet:
In front of the ED II building across the street. 

Gather as a group on the sidewalk on the south side of the ED II building where an employee count will be taken and documented.

Meet:
In OPC Parking Lot.

Secondary Egress:

Tertiary Egress:             

UPMG Stairwell #3 (Front Access).  
Meet:
In OPC Parking Lot.
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
