New CME Attendance Tracking System – a Big Step Forward in Efficiency and the Ability to Help Colleagues in Health Related Professions! (Remember to take your Name Badge!!!)
The College of Medicine's Office of Continuing Medical Education (OCME) is very happy to announce its new process for tracking attendance at CME activities and other large, important events like Convocation, Graduation and the White Coat Ceremony.  

Many of the College's CME conferences and other major lectures are held in the eight large auditoria on the UAMS campus.  Now instead of searching for paper sign-in sheets, conference attendees can swipe their UAMS ID badges through time clocks mounted near the doors of the auditoria.  The time clocks recognize the magnetic stripes on our ID badges, and send attendance information via the LAN to the attendance tracking system in the OCME.  CME events in smaller rooms will now register attendance on bar-coded paper sign-in sheets.  Portable time clocks will facilitate attendance tracking at off-campus events.  The efficiencies of this process will now allow the OCME to track attendance at CME events for our colleagues in health related professions if this would be helpful to them.  Call the OCME for more information (661-7962).  This process will save hundreds of hour of CME staff time that was formerly spend manually entering attendance data.
