Curriculum Vitae in ARIA
In deliberations of a protocol before the IRB one of the considerations is the experience of an investigator to conduct the human studies proposed.  Because of the diversity of members on the IRB, it is not always apparent to a committee member that an investigator has the appropriate credentials to conduct the study.  Sometime back ARIA was modified to automatically place an investigator’s CV in the document section as a time saving feature for the investigators.  However, many investigators have not taken the time to update their profile in ARIA which is the source document for generating the CV available for IRB review.  All individuals listed on a protocol submitted in ARIA must have a CV.  Beginning in January, 2007, the IRB will begin issuing a contingency prior to approval of any protocol that dose not contain current CVs.  The process for updating the profile is simple in ARIA and it is possible to cut and paste from a Microsoft Word 
file into ARIA.
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
