For that 
reason, donõt ever discard a consent 
form that a subject has signed, even if 
the form is incomplete or you later 
reconsent the subject. The signed 
consent form documents that you had 
the subjectõs permission to begin any 
screening evaluations. It also will help 
document the number of subjects you 
list as accrued on the annual continuing review form. For more
