Abstract

Drug dependence is a chronic, relapsing disorder. This seminar will review data from studies using the reinstatement model of relapse in nonhumans on the neural substrates involved in reinstatement of heroin and cocaine seeking and incubation of cocaine craving as well as provide an update on several novel candidate medications for relapse prevention suggested by recent preclinical studies. Clinical issues associated with the treatment for drug abuse/dependence and future clinical research directions will also be presented.
