The service provided by the ANP is directed toward the delivery of primary, acute, or chronic care which focuses on the achievement, maintenance, or restoration of optimal functions in the population.  The ANP engages in independent decision making about the nursing care needs of clients and collaborates with health professionals and others in making decisions about other health care needs.  The practitioner plans and institutes health care programs as a member of the health care team.

The ANP practices within the limits of the Nurse Practice Act of the State of Arkansas, the American Nurses Association Code of Nurses, and hospital policies and procedures, adheres to department and unit standards of care, and understands the legal consequences of and is accountable for his/her nursing interventions.
