POSITION PURPOSE:

The Asst. Director, Environmental Health and Safety position provides technical guidance, management, and planning for one of the specialized areas of Radiation Safety, Biological/Hazardous Materials Management, or Facilities Safety within Environmental Health and Safety.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

The Asst. Director is responsible for management of the activities of a specialized area.  Directs and supervises support staff and advises campus departments concerning safety issues.  The Asst. Director ensures compliance with federal, state, and local lows and professional affiliation guidelines.  Develops and supervises implementation of campus awareness/education campaigns, directs support staff in safety audits, and plans and directs required safety compliance inspections.  Participates in campus level management committees concerning safety related regulations and potential hazards.  The Asst. Director provides budget planning recommendations and projections and controls expenditures within specialized areas.

QUALIFICATIONS:

This position requires a minimum of a baccalaureate degree in Environmental Health, Industrial Safety, Chemistry, or a closely related field and five years of directly related experience including supervisory experience.  Proficiency in oral and written communication and in use of environmental measuring equipment is required.  Certification in industrial hygiene or related areas is desirable.
