Complex diagnostic procedures may include valvular, congenital defects, pulmonary involvement, radial, brachial and neck approaches, O.R. portable procedures, and any research protocols. 

Basic and complex interventional procedures which may include PTCA, stents, IABP placement and operation, Rotoblator, Laser, thrombolysis procedures (Angiojet, Percusurge), Beta radiation, valvuloplasties, pulmonary stents, coils, peripheral and congenital interventions. 

Operation of the physiologic and radiographic equipment in a safe and efficient manner.
