POSITION SUMMARY 

The CLINICAL EQUIPMENT TECHNICIAN II works independently on preventive maintenance and safety inspections along with most repairs.  Will make repairs on nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds, and moderately sophisticated clinical medical equipment with little or no supervision and will make repairs on more sophisticated clinical medical equipment under the supervision of a BMET III.  Maintains records, makes reports and coordinates outside repairs.  Must have an AA degree (or higher) in Electronics or Engineering Technology and several years of related or equivalent experience.  Minimum of five years experience required.  Mechanical experience is a plus.  Position will require the ability to mentor BMET students.
EXAMPLES OF WORK 

1. Performs repairs on nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds, and moderately sophisticated medical, diagnostic and therapeutic equipment used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, surrounding clinics and health education centers.  Accomplishes these tasks with some supervision required on the most sophisticated equipment.
2. Performs scheduled preventive maintenance and electrical safety inspections on nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds, and all facets of medical, diagnostic and therapeutic equipment used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, surrounding clinics and health education centers.

3. Performs initial inspections on all new and rental equipment used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, surrounding clinics and health education centers.
4. Provides clinical support to end item users of nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds, and moderately sophisticated medical, diagnostic and therapeutic equipment used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, at surrounding clinics and health education centers.

5. Provides in-service training to clinical staff and training to Biomedical Instrumentation Technology students on nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds and moderately sophisticated medical diagnostic and therapeutic equipment used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, at surrounding clinics and health education centers.

6. Coordinates outside service from original equipment vendors or third party companies on all facets of nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds, and medical, diagnostic and therapeutic equipment used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, surrounding clinics and health education centers.

7. Provides pre-purchase evaluations on new nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system patient beds used in the treatment of patients at UAMS, surrounding clinics and health education centers.
8. Performs incident investigations for safety viuolations of risk equipment.

9. Performs other non-technical roles related to clinical medical equipment management.

WORKING RELATIONSHIPS 

Interacts daily with internal staff, Biomedical Instrumentation Technology students, clinical staff in other departments within UAMS, surrounding clinics and health education centers.
SPECIAL JOB DIMENSIONS 

Will require some supervision when performing repairs on nurse call system, pneumatic tube delivery system, patient beds and moderately sophisticated clinical medical equipment, but will be required to function with no supervision when performing preventive maintenance on the same equipment and when performing repairs on less sophisticated equipment.  Possible exposure to chemicals, cleaning agents, blood and body fluids. Mechanical experience.
