POSITION TITLE: MEDICAL TECHNOLOGIST I

POSITION PURPOSE:

The Medical Technologist I works under supervision.  Performs standard immunological, bacteriological, hematological, immuno-hematological and biochemical tests and analysis; maintains test equipment, standards and controls; participates in the teaching of students; performs miscellaneous duties; performs other duties assigned.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

1.
Performs standard immunological, bacteriological, hematological, immuno-hematological and biochemical tests and analysis:  receives or obtains specimens such as blood, urine, sputum and fluids; sets up test procedures and controls; adjusts tests devices to meet test standards; selects, prepares and standardizes media, buffers and regents; modifies specimen by spinning, heating, cooling or adding prepared reagent; combines specimen with media or reagents at appropriate levels; performs chemical analysis of blood to determine the quantitative presence of blood sugars, total protein, cretonnes and other components; performs immuno-hematological examinations such as typing and cross matching blood specimens, interpretation of serologic reactions and etc.; tests urine for color, gravity, albumin, sugar and etc.; performs hematology examinations such as complete and differential blood counts, sedimentation rates, coagulation profiles and etc.; cultures and isolates microorganisms; compares test and control samples; eliminates invalid results; charts, curves and calculates results according to test requirements; interprets results within normal ranges and known standards; completes test reports.

Maintains test equipment, standards and controls:  Calibrates test instruments; runs control tests and makes adjustments to known standards; maintains standards for lab tests and procedures; compiles data and keeps charts, curves, graphs and other records; samples and analyzes results to check for contamination; performs routine preventive maintenance on test instruments.

Participates in the teaching of students.

4.
Performs miscellaneous duties:  Assists with research studies and surveys; confers with physicians and explains test results; attends training seminars.

5.
Performs other duties as assigned.

QUALIFICATIONS:

For this position the formal education equivalent of a bachelor’s degree in medical technology; biology, chemistry or related field is required.  Certification as a registered medical technologist by the American Society of Clinical Pathologists or eligible for certification by the American Society of Clinical Pathologists is needed.  Other job-related education and/or experience may be substituted for all or part of these basic requirements upon approval of the qualifications Review Committee.
