CLASS SUMMARY 

The Patient Care Assistant is a member of the patient care delivery team who is assistants with equipment/supplies and patient transport. The Patient Care Assistant also performs basic patient care supportive care as delegated by the RN.
EXAMPLES OF WORK 

1.   Demonstrates competency I obtaining, maintaining and using equipment necessary for patient care services and transport. 

2.   Obtains, maintains equipment and supplies required for patient care services and transports.
3.   Provides appropriate service to patients/families and patient management team. 

4.   Safely transport and patient belongings as directed. 

5.   Assist RN/PCT with patient care. 

6.   Complies with safety and emergency procedures. 

7.   Practices safety and infection control policies.
8.   Initiates and follows established standards in an emergency situation.
9.   Adheres to clinical Programs and Professional Nurse Organization Policies.
10.  Performs related responsibilities as required or assigned. 

WORKING RELATIONSHIPS 

The Patient Care Assistant Analyst has frequent contact with subordinate employees and occasional contact with other staff, vendors, and the general public.

Limited in-state travel is required.

Knowledge of patient care.

Ability to operate medical equipment. 

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS 

High School diploma or equivalent, plus 1 year of patient care assistant/patient transport experience.  Must have excellent communication and guest relation skills.  Must be CPR and BCLS certified within 3 months of hire.  Must be able to lift 100 lbs.
Other job related education and/or experience may be substituted for all or part of these basic requirements upon approval of the Qualifications Review Committee.
