POSITION TITLE:  PHYSICAL THERAPY ASSISTANT
CLASS CODE:  6826 
POSITION PURPOSE:

The physical Therapy Assistant works under supervision and is responsible for assisting a physical therapist in administering physical therapy treatment programs and recording and monitoring patient care and progress.  This position is governed by the State Board of Medical Examiners, state and federal laws, and agency policy.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Assists physical therapist in performing complex treatment procedures and patient evaluations as directed and records results of tests and evaluations.

2. Conducts in-service training for new employees as assigned by physical therapist by demonstrating various treatment techniques including exercise programs, massage, traction, or other therapy.

3. Provides assistance, instruction, and supervision to physical therapy Aides and other staff involved in patient therapy and schedules patients appointments by contacting appropriate departments.

4. Checks for correct application of physical therapy program by direct-care personnel and reports problems and changes in patient condition to Physical Therapist.

5. Reviews and discusses treatment plan with physical therapist and performs or assists patient in performing therapeutic activities as outlined in plan.

6. Prepares and operates physical therapy equipment, sanitizes, sterilizes, and/or disinfects equipment, including pool and pool filters, and mats after use.

7. Documents daily treatments and observations in patient’s progress notes and prepares monthly patient performance summary as related to program goals and objectives and submits to physical therapist.
