Vice Chancellor for Regional Programs
General Description:

The Vice Chancellor for Regional Programs reports directly to the UAMS Chancellor and serves as a member of the Chancellor’s Cabinet. UAMS Regional Programs, comprised of the Area Health Education Centers (AHEC) Program and the Rural Hospital Program, is the largest educational outreach effort of the University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences and the principal means of decentralizing health professions education throughout the state. These programs rank nationally among the largest educational and clinical service community outreach initiatives of academic health centers. The mission of Regional Programs is to improve the supply and distribution of health care professionals in Arkansas, with an emphasis on primary care, through community/academic partnerships, to increase quality health care for all Arkansans. 

Responsibilities:

Serve as Executive Director of the AHEC Program with responsibility for management, planning, organizing, directing, supporting and evaluating all AHEC programs and activities.

Appoint and provide general direction for the Director of each AHEC who builds and manages his/her own administrative team. 
Provide strategic leadership in the planning, direction, and execution of effective programs to ensure positive and productive relationships with community leaders and organizations that create community-based initiatives to enhance academic programs, recruit students, stimulate and strengthen community-based research and meet the health care training needs of Arkansas communities. 

Build effective relationships and partnerships with internal and external constituents, and work effectively with the University’s  senior leadership team. 

Advise the Chancellor on matters relating to the university’s strategic objectives in the areas of community service. 
Serve as a liaison between the University and the external community, to ensure the academic mission of the University by providing timely communications to educate and inform key external constituencies, as well as the leadership of the University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences. 

Provide leadership for faculty and other professional Regional Programs staff with delegated responsibilities for developing educational programs to meet the health care training needs of the communities.
Work closely with the Chancellor in building the academic infrastructure in regional UAMS sites. 
Qualifications:

The Vice Chancellor for Regional Programs:

· is doctorally prepared in a health care field and has demonstrated professional leadership in relationships with hospitals, physicians and other health care providers. 
· has credentials appropriate for faculty appointment in the University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences and evidence of scholarly achievement.. 
· has a record of progressively responsible experience as an academic administrator, and a demonstrated passion for and commitment to higher education

· has knowledge of issues confronting higher education and a commitment to the community outreach concept, 
· has a demonstrated ability to set goals, motivate people, manage budgets, cultivate innovation and secure funds for development. 
· has a proven ability to lead by means of collaboration and mutual respect 
· is prepared to provide leadership in a decentralized academic administrative environment; 
The Vice Chancellor for Regional Programs is a principal statewide community liaison with the University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences and must possess abilities sufficient for effective contacts with Deans and Directors of the various academic and administrative components.
