CLASS SUMMARY 

The position directs, formulates, and defines system scope and objectives. Devises or modifies procedures to solve complex problems considering computer equipment capacity and limitations, operating time and form of desired results. Expected to perform project management task such as software development, implementation, application maintenance, application troubleshooting, software upgrades, software testing, and custom report writing.
EXAMPLES OF WORK 

1.   Analyze, design, and develop custom applications.
2.   Determine system requirements with user, investigate existing system, and gather data by interviews.
3.   Assemble data, identify and relate information flow including manual task and governing policies to determine inputs, processes and outputs. 

4.   Reviews incoming correspondence and prepares responses for supervisor. 

5.   Organizes, arranges, and attends when necessary, conferences, seminars, and meetings. 

6.   Develop alternate methods of designs, complete systems design, set up data and finalize DP resources allocation.
7.   Test, implement and support custom and vendor applications
8.   Create required test files, analyze test results and debug program. Check data for validity; assemble documentation, program narrative and testing approvals from users.
9.   Perform application implementation by coordinating implantation with various areas of the IT department as well as the user community. Troubleshoot application issues and provide help desk support to users of these systems. 

10.  Performs related responsibilities as required or assigned.
