IRB FEES TO INCREASE JULY 1ST

Effective July 1st, 2009, the IRB will be increasing its IRB Fees.  The following rate structure will be used for all protocols submitted after June 30th, 2009.  The rates for funded projects submitted prior to July 1st, 2009 will be honored for the life of the project.
The PI must provide an account number for the IRB billing at the time of protocol submission.  If the protocol is to be funded, Grants Accounting will allow an advance account to be set up to charge the fee.  Otherwise, a department account must be provided and the fee transferred to the grant or clinical trial once it is set up.  It is the goal of the IRB office to bill for the IRB fee within one week following the protocol review by the IRB.
